BOAT / TRAILER PARKING CONDITIONS - CATEGORIES - TARIFFS :

1. Terms and Conditions of Knysna Yacht Club Temporary (Annual) Boat Parking :-

2. All equipment left on KYC premises is done so at the owner’s risk.

3. All boats must display a valid KYC registration sticker.

4. All boats must display a valid KYC parking paid sticker.

5. The onus is on the owners to ensure all boats and equipment are properly secured against weather damaged.
6. Strict adherence to a PARKING BAY system will apply. Not just anywhere will do.

7. Boats will only be parked in demarcated storage areas attracting appropriate fees.

8. The Use if or Lose it policy shall be applied, even if paid up.

9. Preference is given to wooden boats in the undercover storage area.

10. Boats and trailers will be removed to the Trailerpark if not used in accordance with user definitions.

11. Boats and trailers will be removed to the Trailerpark if not in allocated, paid up parking bays.

12. Limited time will be granted in the Trailerpark before action is taken to remove or auction craft / trailer.

13. Notice of intent to auction craft / trailers should they not be used or removed on notice shall be given.

14. Craft / equipment / trailers will be auctioned to defray costs if they are not removed after having received notice.

15. No trailers may be left in demarcated car parking bays in the car park.

16. All monohulls must be stored on dollies, not directly on the grass.

17. All trailers must be painted with the owner’s name and address and contact number/s.

18. There will be strict adherence to a set of standards of neatness in keeping with the club status.

19. Club boat and trailer parking must be seen as a model of neatness and canoes must be in their racks.
